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Dear Parents/Caregivers

Last Sunday's Gospel reminds us of the Doubting Thomas. Our belief in the teachings and resurrection of Jesus is
central to our commitment to our Christian community. In turn our experience of a Christian community
strengthens our faith. In the story of Thomas it was only when he was with the other disciples that he sees the risen
Christ and his doubt is turned to belief. It is a simple truth that faith builds community and in turn community builds
faith.

At our Monday morning assembly this week we acknowledged the students who have maintained 100% attendance
in Term 1. As is widely known improving the attendance of each student at school has been a major focus for us.
The aim is to have every student at school everyday when they are well enough and able to be here. Thanks to the
support of our families we have seen a significant increase in the daily attendance this term and look forward to
continuing to work with every family to continue this for the rest of this year.

As of Monday 85 students had not missed a day of school so far this year. This is a fantastic result, representing a
third of our school population of 259 children. This is large part due to you, our parents and caregivers, and your
commitment to improving the learning opportunities for our children in supporting the school. Our thanks to all
who have supported us in our efforts. We will continue to recognise 100% attendance each term and also those
who maintain 100% attendance across the year.

Applications for Leave
The Minister for Education has approved changes to the use of the Attendance Register codes for 2016.

These changes will implement the ACARA National Standards for Student Attendance Data Reporting. ACARA
developed the National Standards to establish nationally consistent parameters, for the collection and reporting of
student attendance data.As part of the implementation of the National Standards, holidays taken by students
outside of school vacation periods will now be included as absences. A Certificate of Exemption can no longer be
granted for this purpose. Families are encouraged to holiday or travel during school vacations. If travel during
school term is necessary the following considerations apply:

+ If the principal accepts the reason for the absence, the absence will be marked as “L"

+ Ifthe principal does not believe the absence is in the student’s best interests and does not accept the
reason, the absence is unjustified and will be recorded as “A”

+ Ifthe period of absence is in excess of 50 days, the student may be eligible to enrol in Distance Education.

Leave of five (5) or more school days will require a formal application for leave in writing. The application form for
leave is available on our school website under the Community, Notes and Forms and then Whole School Forms or
